2) Instructions: Please read the following passage from Douglas A. Irwin’s essay “A Brief History of International Trade,” and answer the questions below.  The maximum length of the essay is 750 words. 

In his article, "A Brief History of International Trade Policy," Douglas A. Irwin states, 

Since the time of the ancient Greek philosophers, there has been a dual view of trade: a recognition of the benefits of international exchange combined with a concern that certain domestic industries (or laborers, or culture) would be harmed by foreign competition. Depending upon the weights put on the overall gains from trade or on the losses of those harmed by imports, different analysts have arrived at different conclusions about the desirability of having free trade.

Although economists have consistently stressed the overall gains from international trade, and in recent years have stressed the measurement of those gains, the debate over trade policy is a never ending one. When it comes to free trade, as Adam Smith once opined, "Not only the prejudices of the public, but what is much more unconquerable, the private interests of many individuals, irresistibly oppose it."
